WHEREAS, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby 

acknowledged, the CITY OF BALDWIN, State of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as “Grantor”) 

hereby grants and conveys to ALEX THORNTON (hereinafter referred to as “Grantee”), his heirs, 

executors, administrators, successors and assigns, a perpetual, non-exclusive ingress/egress 

easement over and across the property of Grantor designated as the “12’ concrete drive” on that 

certain plat of survey prepared by Davidson Land Surveying dated April 9, 2010 for Minnie Payne 

Estate and recorded in Plat Book 63, Page 65, Habersham County, GA deed records, said concrete 

drive leading from Airport Road to the property of Grantee shown as Tract 2 on said survey. 

This easement shall constitute a covenant running with the land, shall bind the heirs, 

executors, administrators, successors and assigns of the Grantor and Grantee, shall be binding 

on the successors on title of the Grantor, and shall inure to the benefit of the successors in title 

of the Grantee.

AN ORDINANCE OF CITY OF BALDWIN, GEORGIA TO AFFORD ABUTTING 5 

PROPERTY OWNERS THE OPPORTUNITY TO PURCHASE AN INTEREST IN CERTAIN 6 

REAL PROPERTYOWNED BY THE CITY, PURSUANT TO O.C.G.A. § 36-37-6(g); TO 7 

PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES 8

WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority of the City of Baldwin, Georgia is authorized 10 

under Article IX, Section II, Paragraph III of the Constitution of the State of Georgia to adopt 11 

reasonable ordinances to protect the public health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City 12 

Of Baldwin, Georgia; and 13 

  14 

WHEREAS, the duly elected governing authority of the City of Baldwin, Georgia is the Mayor 15 

and City Council therefore; and 16 

  17 

WHEREAS, the City of Baldwin is the owner of certain real property located within the City 18 

Council that constitutes a narrow strip of land, so shaped or so small as to be incapable of being 19 

used independently as zoned or under applicable subdivision or other development ordinances; 20 

and 21 

  22 

WHEREAS, an owner of property abutting the said parcel has requested the conveyance of an 23 

access easement over and across such parcel so as to facilitate the enjoyment of the highest and 24 

best use of the abutting owner’s property; and 25 

  26 

WHEREAS the City Council has determined that it is in the best interests of the City to convey 27 

such access easement to any of the three (3) abutting owners without first submitting the proposed 28 

conveyance to the process of an auction or the solicitation of sealed bids pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 29 

36-37-6(g). 30 

  31 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE 32 

CITY OF BALDWIN, GEORGIA, AND IT IS HEREBY ESTABLISHED AS FOLLOWS: 33 

 34 

Section 1. The City Clerk shall notify the owners of property abutting the narrow strip of land 35 

owned by the City and located on Airport Road, between Tax Parcel ID Nos.: 091C059 and 36 

091C060, and terminating at Tax Parcel ID No. 091C050, of the availability of an access easement 37 

over, across, and through such property owned by the City; upon request by any such abutting 38 

owner, the Mayor shall be, and is hereby authorized to execute an Access Easement pursuant to 39 
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O.C.G.A. § 36-37-6(g) in favor of such abutting property owner in substantially the form attached 40 

hereto as Exhibit A.  41 

 42 

Section 2. Conflicting Laws and Regulations. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with 43 

this ordinance are hereby repealed.  44 

 45 

Section 3. Severability. If any of the provisions of this resolution or the application thereof to any 46 

person or circumstances are held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or 47 

applications of the resolution which can be given effect without the invalid provision or 48 

application, and to this end, the provisions of this resolution are declared to be severable. 49

Section 4. Effectivity. This ordinance will become effective upon its adoption. 51

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BALDWIN, GEORGIA, TO GRANT 8 

A SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW FOR A “WASTE DISPOSAL 9 

COMPANY” ON THAT CERTAIN TRACT(S) OR PARCEL(S) OF LAND 10 

OWNED BY CITY OF BALDWIN AND LEASED TO REVESOLUTIONS, 11 

INC., AND BEING TRACT 2 ON MAP AND PARCEL 090 020  WITHIN 12 

HABERSHAM COUNTY, GEORGIA AND BEING MORE 13 

PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED ON A DECEMBER 20, 2017 PLAT 14 

PREPARED BY TURNER LAND SURVEYING, GRLS NO. 982, BEING 15 

RECORDED AT PLAT BOOK 69, PAGE 60 OF THE HABERSHAM 16 

COUNTY DEED RECORDS WHICH IS ATTACHED HERETO AND, 17 

WHICH IS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE INTO THIS 18 

ORDINANCE, AND CURRENTLY ZONED AS LIGHT INDUSTRIAL 19 

(LI), WITH CONDITIONS; REPEALING CONFLICTING 20 

ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR SEVERABILITY; TO PROVIDE 21 

FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 22

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Baldwin, Georgia as follows: 25 

26 

Section 1. ZONING IMPOSED WITH CONDITIONS. 27 

That from and after the passage of this ordinance the following described lands located 28 

within the City of Baldwin shall be zoned and so designated on the zoning map of the City of 29 

Baldwin as Light Industrial (LI) District with the following Special Use Permit: 30 

Conditional Use Allowed: 31 

(1) Septage Dewatering, Pretreatment and Composting Facilities32 

(2) The zoning district and zoning setbacks shall remain in force and effect,33 

unaffected by the grant of this Special Use Permit.34

Conditions 37 

1. A five (5’) foot vegetative buffer shall be installed and maintained at all times 38 

on the portion of the property abutting Industrial Park Road. 39 

2. The Waste Disposal Company shall enter into a service agreement with the 40 

City outlining requirements for effluent discharge allowance and monitoring, all 41 

state issued permits (NPDES, LAS, Industrial Pre-Treatment and etc.) submittals 42 

and other reporting requirements defined in said service agreement. 43 

Legal Description: 44 

All that tract(s) or parcel(s) of land owned by City of Baldwin being tract 2 on map and 45 

parcel 090 020 within Habersham County, Georgia and being more particularly described on an 46 

December 20, 2017 plat and prepared by Turner Land Surveying, GRLS no. 982, being recorded 47 

at plat book 69, page 60 of the Habersham County deed records, and incorporated by reference 48 

hereof, into this legal description. 49 

Section 2. REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES. 50 

All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the 51 

extent of the conflict.   52 

 53 

Section 3. SEVERABILITY OF PARAGRAPHS. 54 

If any portion of this ordinance shall be invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity or 55 

unconstitutionality shall not affect or impair the remaining portions unless it clearly appears that 56 

other parts are wholly and necessarily dependent upon the part held to be invalid or 57 
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unconstitutional. 58 

Section 4. AMENDMENT TO THE ZONING MAP. 59 

This ordinance is enacted as an amendment to the zoning map of the City of Baldwin.   60 

Section 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. 61 

The effective date of the zoning conditional use imposed by this ordinance shall be on the 62 

date the zoning conditional use is approved by the City of Baldwin, by and through its City 63 

Council. 64
